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MERCER, ELI - Born in Georgia Jume 28, 1790. He was s brother
of the celebrated Jesse Warcer. He was married to Anna Thompson and
to them were born the following children: Penelope, December 10,
1811; Reason, Uctober 17, 18i3; Levi, July 28, 1815; Elijah G,,
Hareh 20, 1819; Teressa, February 21, 1822; and Lettelia, Decem-
ber 1, 1827,

Mr, lercer and his family mowed to Amite County, iississippi,
and located on Pearl River, ‘here on September 28, 1828, his daughter
Penelope was married to Cail Bordem, Jr., who in later Jears inven-
ted a process for condensing milk (Mrs., Borden died in Galveston
Setpember 5, 1844). Mr, Borden had moved to Mississippi from
Indiana in 1825,

In the year 1829 Mr. Mepcer and family and Gail Bordem, Jr.,
and wife came to Texas and settled in Egypt in the present county of
Wharton, where Gail Bordemn Sr,, and some of his sons had located a
few years befors, UMr. Hercer received title to o league of land in
Austin's Third Colony December 13, 1830, situated in the present
county of Jackson, On Mareh 15, 1338 he vecelved » Headright Certifi-
cate No, 112 for a labor of land from the Colorade County Board of

Land Commissioners, Kkgype at that time being in Golorado County, In

the aertificate it is simply sbated that he arrived in Texas before
Bay 2, 1835.

My, llercer was one of the delegates to the First Convention of
Texas which convened at San Felipe de Austin October 1, 1832, from hte

district of Mina (not to be confused with the Mina - Bagtrop - lunigi-
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pality later created). He was also a delegate to the Second Con-
vention of Texams held in San Felipe in 1833, At San Jacinto he was
Orderly Sergeant in Captaln William J, ®, Heard's Company of "Citizen
Soldiers" and on Hovember 20, 1838 he was lssued “onation Certificate
No, 613 for 640 acres of land for having partieipated in the battle
and Bounty Certificate No. 4432 for 320 acres of land for having
served in the army from February 29 to May 30, 1836,

bir, lercer was one of the charter trustees of Baylor University,
Independence, incorporated February 1, 1845.
