Mr. Baker was appointed primary judge of Austin Muniei-
pality in February, 1836. He was a member of the House of
Representatives of the first Congress of the Republie, have
ing been elected from Bexar County. He was appointed trans-
lator to the senate October 23, 1836, and on December 16,
1836, was elected by Congress as the first Chief Justice of
Bexar County. He died in Austin July 11, 1846, ie was
never married.
