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BHARP, JOHN - Game to Texas in 1833 and settled at Zrazoris, He
wes First Lieutenant in Ceptein Robert J, Calder's Company at San
Jucinto, h.ving been promoted to that rank Mareh 24, 1836, He was
issued Uontion Certificate No, 509 for 040 seres of lsnd, August 14,
1838 for having purticipated in the battle. He was issued Bounty
Certificate No, 1201 for 320 acres of land Decamber 30, 1837 for
having served in the army from March 10 to June 10, 1836,

A letter from J, ¥, Perry, Peich Point, Texns, March 28, 1836
was published in the Southern Recorder at Millidgville, Ceorgla,

April 1), 1836 and may be found in the Ggorgla State Libparye The
following was extrfacted from the letter,

“Hr. Sharp has arrived fron uouston'a canpw-he left therc on the
24th in the eveninge-states that there were 800 Mexicans encamped in
the priaire just above Houston's campe-and Sharp thinks there has been
an engagement. louston had resolved to attaek them,and s0 sanguine
vés he of success, that he was about to talte measures when Sharp left,
to prevent them escaping by sending a hody of 300 men beyond the enemy
Prisoners taken by our men states that the cnemies force did not exe
cead 5000 men after leaving Bexar, Houston had with him about 2000,
and his forve was dally augmentinge-ndthing eertain had been heard fronm
Fannin the reports are that he is retreating, The garrison at San
Patrico of 95 men Lad had an engagement with 1200 of th: enemy, killed
150, and wounded as many more, and retreated without loss.”

The Telegra h and Texas Reglster, Columbia, Texas, of Hovember 2,
1836 carried this notice: "Married, On Tucadsy 25th, John Sharp and
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Sapah J, ¥, Calvit,” [is bride was Sarah Jans “harton Calvit, daughter
of John Calvit, who was one of the "01d Three Hundred” of Austin's
colonists, The wife of Mr, Calvit was Burbara Mackall Wilkinsom, &
sister of Mrs, June Wilkinson Long. Mr. Oalvit died in Brazoria County,
Banuary 7, 1836, leaving a widow and three daughters, 7The sldest of
them, Mary Ann, was marcied to Jared 4, Uroce, Jr., the second, varah
Jane Uharton, wvas married to Mr, Sh.arp and the third, Barbara Mackall,
-ﬂ&s married to John H, Herndon,

lr, Sharp died at Velasco, August 17, 1840, The Brezos Courder
of Ceptember 1, 1840, carried the following item regurding him:

"Died at Velaseco, 17th ult. John “harp, Esg., Notary Public and
Us 5, Uongular igent of the Port, lr, “harp emlgrated to Texas im
1833 and had since been s resident of thls (Brazoria County).. He
served with credit in the campaign of 1836, and shared ia the perils
and honors of the memorable day at Sen Jacintos OUn the yeur following
he was a p@ssenger on board the aschooner Julius Ceggnr when she was
captured by the Hexican squadron, and in conseqeunce he was taken o
Magamoras where he was for some time the prison companion of the late
Wme He Wharton. %he decessed was well known &o the inhabitants of this
vi.aini_ty, many of whom have witnessed the firm and honorable course
hm pursued through the trials ineident both to the early settle~
ment of the country and its struggles for independense; and from the
stand he maintained throughout the trials he clalms our reuxembpance as
a spesimen of the True Texian, a charaeter well ksown and abounding at
home} but never yet duly appreciated abroad.”
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Sometime after the death of Mr, Sharp his widow was married Yo
Robert S, lierndon, brother of J,hn H, Herndon, Mr. ierndon died in
Brazoria County in 1845, iy, Shapp-lHerndon was alive in 1895,

In the Headright Certificate Ho, 150 issued to Mr, Charp in
1838 for one lesgie and one labor of land by the Board of Land
Commi ssioners for Drazoria County it is simply stated that he arrived
in Texas prior to May 2, 1835,
