BWING, DR, ALEXANDER WRAY - Born in Londonberry, Ireland in 1809.
On page 40, Book A, List of applicants for land in Austin's Colonies
it is shown that in Dr. Ewing's application he stated that he came %o
Texas from Pennsylvania. On October 3, 1835 he received title to one-
fourth of a league of land in Austin's Fifth Colony, situated in the
present county of Fayette. In Headright Certificate No., 304 issued
to him in 1838 by the Board of Land Commissioners of Harrisburg
Gounty it is stated that he arrived in Texas in 1834.

Dr. Ewing was Surgeon General of the army at San Jacinto and on

May 31, 1838 he was issued Donation Certificate No. 261 for 640 acres
of land for having participated in the battle. He received Bounty
Certificate No., 2439 for 1280 acres of land, March 13, 1838 for hav-
ing served in the army from Mareh 1, 1836 to June 7, 18%.

In the Secret Journals of the Senate of the Congress of the Re-
publie of Texas it is shown that President Houston during a recess
of eongress had appointed Dr. Ewing Surgeon General of the Army and
that on May 10, 1837 he had sent his name to the Senate for confirma-
tion. The senate on May 24, requested the President to withdraw his
name .,

Dr. Bwing was thrice married. On September 23, 1840 he was
married to Mrs. Susan Henrietta Reid Smiley, Deughter of Reverend H.
Reid, Mps. Ewing died January 27, 1842 and is buried in Founders
Menorial Park on West Dallas Ayenue, Houston. Dr. Ewing and Eliza-
beth E, Tompkins were married at Houston, October 3, 1844. After the

death of Mrs, Ewing, Dr. Ewing was married to Elizabeth Graham.
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Dr. Bwing died in Houston, November 1§ 1853 and was buried in
the Masonic Cemetery, Houston under the auspices of Holland (Masonic)
Lodge No, 1, His grave is lost. Mrs, Ewing died in 1904 and was b
buried in Glenwood Cemetery,

Dr, Bwing wag & charter member of the Grand (Masonic) Lodge of
Texas., He was also a charter member of the first Independent Order
of 0dd F ellows Ledge of Texas, organized at Houston, July 25, 1838,

A daughter of Dr. Alexander W. and Elizabeth (Greham) Wray was
married to A. B, Masterson. Surviving children of Mr, and Mrs, A,

B, Masterson are: L, W, Masterson, who resides at luling, and Carbs

B. Masterson, who resides at Angleton.
