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HARRIS, JAMES - Arrived in Texas in 1835, as is shown in the
headright certifisate issued to him February 15, 1838 by the ;a{atago:::da
County Board of Lund Commissioners for a league of land. He was a
nember of Captaln William H, Patton's Columbia Volunbeers at San
Jacinto and on November 12, 18328 was issued Bouaty Certificate Mo, 676
for 640 acres of land for having participated in the battle., ZHe
snlisted in the army April 2, 1836 near the plantationef Leonard W.
Grave in what is now Waller County, as is shown in the sketeh of Thomas
¥, Corry. Ur, Harris and Mr, Corry enlisted at tho same time, Hr,
Corry was discharged at the camp about four miles from the San Jacinto
battlefield, day 7, 1836 and perhaps ir. Harris was discharged at the
same time, If so, he was not entitled to receive bounty land, not
having served in the army for a period of three months. Iis home was
in Matagorda County.
