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LAMBERT, WALTER == Born in Ireland in 1802, On November 27, 1834
he received title to a league of land in the Colony of Power and
Hewetson surveyed in the present counties of Refugio and Bell, In
the headright certificate issued to him July 26, 1838 by the Viectoria
County Bourd for one-twelfth of a league of land it is stated that he
came to Texas in June, 1834. In 1835 he was a member for a time of
Captain Philip Dimitt's Company. He was issued Bounty Certificate
No, 2945for 320 acres of land April 18, 1836 for having served in
the army from February 25 to May 27, 1836, He was a member of Captain
Rovert J, Calder's Company at San Jacinto and on November 27, 1838
received Donation Certificate No. 631 for 640 aeres of land for hav-
ing partieipated in the battle, He was 1issued Bounty Certificate
No, 2946 for 640 acres of land for his services in the army from
October 7, 1836 to April 11, 1837. On Novmeber 3, 1836 he enlisted
in Lieutenant Manuel Flores' Company for a periocd of six months,
