Baker!s Company to the smaller organization.

It is probable that My, Miller left Texas shartly after his term
of enlistment hand expired. He did not apply for elther u headright
or a donation certificate. OUn December 2, 18356, he sold his rights
to the bounty land he was entitled to receive to lr, 5, Lamar and
Stephen ¥, Everitt. BSounty Certificate No. 9884 was issued in his
name November 25, 1841 for 960 acres of land for his rervices in the

army from “areh 2 to December 2, 1836,
