In Service Record No. 1175 it is certified that lir, Nabers snlisted
in Colonel Hobert M, Coleman's Regiment of Texas Rangers Asugust 24,
1836, On Janusry 17, 1853, he was issued Bounty Certificate No. 1198,
for 1280 acres of land for having served in the army from sugust 24,
1836, to August 24, 1837,

My, Nabers was living in Fayette County February 1, 1851, when he
sold Donation Certificate No, 209 to John A, Green for $60,00, He was
living in Titus County October 9, 1855 when he sold Bounty Certificate
No. 2077 for 320 acyes of land issued September 20, 1855 to Jose Pal-
onia Lavina. The certificate had been assigned to lMr, Nabers who when

he sold it signed his name as Robt, ¥. Nabers to the deed of transfer.
